A few recent observations relating to Wood White….
From Stephen Jeffcoate: At Chiddingfold, Surrey, today July (16th) a colleague and I recorded 36 second brood wood whites in 2 and a half hours. This included 6 definite females, 3 courtship episodes and 2 eggs laid by one female both on Tufted Vetch. This is the earliest I have seen a second brood egg laid (July 19th in 2004 was previous record). Hope Haugh Wood is as good!
I am due to visit sites in Dorset, Devon, Somerset over the next few days and will not be in e-mail contact from midday tomorrow.
From David Redhead: The first second brood WW was seen at Chiddingfold on 5th July I believe and 11 days later numbers have built up rather well. I think it would be fair to say that the 2009 first brood at Salden Railway Cutting emerged at about the same time as at Chiddingfold and thus one might expect the second broods to do the same. At Salden Railway Cutting on the 13th July in good conditions there was not one WW in evidence. Becky Woodell spent nearly two hours there (11:00-12:50) and I joined her for the last 50 minutes. 
From Douglas Goddard: One wood white seen at Horn Wood on 4/7 with two recent singleton sightings at Sywell Wood (on 9/7 and 14/7).
From Jenny Joy: Seven wood white second brood seen at Wigmore Rolls on 13/7 and one at one other nearby site. 
So how are second broods doing elsewhere?
