1st May – Oversley Wood

49 species including Silver Cloud (Egira conspicillaris) – a species restricted to the south-west corner of VC38.

2nd May – Goldicote Cutting (WWT)
(C.Ivin)

17 species including Small Waved Umber (Horisme vitalbata) – first record at this site since 1992. 
This species is also found only in south-west Warwickshire.
14th May – Hay Wood

(V. Weston, A. Prior, N. Stone)

56 species including  Barred Hook-tip (Watsonalla cultraria) – only 4 previous adult records in the county, last seen 1991 (D. Brown).

Ochreous Pug (Eupithecia indigata), Brindled White-spot (Parectropis similaria) and 
Alder Kitten (Furcula bicuspis) – all first records for this site.
14th May – Pillerton Priors

(C. Ivin)

Silver Cloud (Egira conspicillaris) taken in garden trap.
16th May – Meigh’s Wood

(N. Stone)

21species including Barred Hook-tip (Watsonalla cultraria) & Ochreous Pug (Eupithecia indigata).
This Forestry Commission wood is part of the Packington complex and does not appear to have been recorded before.
21st May – Old Nun Wood (WWT)
(V. Weston, A. Prior, M. Kennard, N. Stone)

24 species – nothing exceptional on a rapidly cooling night.

22nd May – National Moth Night at Brueton Park, Solihull (WWT)
(N. Stone, P. Stone)

60 people attended a Bats and Moths night (with BBQ). A very cold night

meant only 9 species were caught. The moths from the previous night at Old

Nun Wood were displayed in pots and were well received.
